Today we celebrate Commitment Sunday -- a day to wholly re-
commit ourselves our baptismal call to the stewardship way of 
life.  How appropriate that we should be treated to the parable 

of the talents on this day!  This gospel challenges us to use ALL 
God has given us -- however much that might be -- for the sake of 
His kingdom.   One servant is given five talents, which is an un-
heard of amount of money.  He wisely invested it and used it to 
double what he was given.
