Stewardship Message–          
April 2, 2017 

Fifth Sunday of Lent 
“Stewarding our Gifts:  Go in peace glorifying the Lord by 

your life.” 
 
With the Lord there is mercy and fullness of redemption.  
Psalm 130 captures the theme of today’s readings.  The first 
reading from the prophet Ezekiel foretells the day of resur-
rection for the Israelites.  Paul’s letter to the Romans explains 
that as Christian stewards, we must not live in the flesh, but 
in the Spirit of God, who has redeemed us.  And finally, in 
the Gospel of John, we have the vivid retelling of the raising 
of Lazarus.  In all of today’s readings, we are reminded that 
God has the power to overcome sin and death and raise us 
out of the grave.  Our bodies are plagued by sin, but like 
Lazarus, we have hope that God will call each of us by 
name, beckoning us into eternal life with Him.  We must be 
grateful for His grace and for the hope it provides, and we 
must live a life that is deserving of such redemption.
